Three Models of Marriage

1. Chain of Command Model
Husband seen as boss.
Wife’s primary role seen as submission.
Ephesians 5:22-24

2. Complementarian Model
Husband’s calling that of servant leader.
Husband responsible before God for well-being
of wife and spiritual direction of family.
Submission not wife’s role but response to
husband’s calling.

Acceptance of leadership/submission
(Ephesians 5:22ff) and
mutuality (1 Corinthians 7:4-5)

3. Egalitarian Model
Complete equality, interchangeable
callings.
Husband not leader in the
relationship.
Ephesians 5:21ff seen as mutual submission/

1% century culture.
1 Corinthians 7:4-5.
